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The colophons of Georgian manuscripts rarely mention the names of
the painters due to their humility and modesty. Mostly are known the
colophons of the scribes where the narration is done by the commissioner,
who was always fronted, as the exquisite calligraphy and embellishment
of the manuscript depended on his taste and wealth.

Only few names of painters are known from the colophons of the
manuscripts, e.g.: Tevodore is known as the painter from the colophon of
Jruchi | Gospels (H 1660, 940); In one of the Gospels of the 13tc. (A496)
the name of the painter Mate is mentioned along the head-piece adorning
the Gospel of Matthew; the Vani Gospels, commissioned by King Tamar
and illuminated by Mikael of Koresi in Constantinople (A1335 12-13% cc.);
Avgaroz Bandaisdze is specified as a painter in the colophon of the 14%"c.
Gospels, etc.

The scribe also served as the illuminator of the manuscript. The fact that
the scribe-calligrapher was a skilled painter is proved with the colophon of
the calligrapher and painter Avgaroz Bandaisdze in the 14%"c. Parakletike
A 575.

In the Middle Ages several masters took part in producing the hand
written books. Creating a manuscript book or, as Iv. Javakhishvili pointed
out “making a book” was a quite difficult process. It was the result of the
coordinative work of skilled craftsmen. Each master was referred with
an appropriate epithet in the colophon. The creator of the parchment or
writing material was called “Etratai (the parchment maker),“, the scribe-
writer, the binder — “Clother”, the cover maker — “goldsmith“, the paper
maker — “paper cutter”.

As for the artist’s epithets, a few can be named. Over the times the
artist’s names have changed. It should be emphasized that the manuscript
illuminators rarely referred to themselves. It seems that because of
modesty or humility, they often concealed their names — weaving them in
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ornamental spirals or hide them in secret scripts. E.g.: on the frontispiece
of Jruchi | Gospel (H 1660, 936-940) above the cross (1v) there are two
inscriptions done in Asomtavruli by Tevdore “Canon table-writer”, one of
which (on the right side) is cryptographically written and read in a mirror.
The “canon table-writer” is attached to the artist Tevodore because the
images of the Evangelists and the healing scenes executed by him are
placed in the arched frames.

The verb “to write” was a broad concept in ancient times. The mural
painters were also called “the church writers” (Homiliary from Svaneti
A 19, 10%™c.). Interestingly enough, that the term “painting” in Georgian
translation still means “painting in colors”.

On one of the miniatures (180v) of Jruchi Il Gospels (12tc. H1667) there
is aninscription of the artist Mikael, hidden in Christ’s throne, “Christ, have
mercy on Mikael and protect him.”“ The colophon in Nuskhuri, with text ink
is written in small letters, hardly distinguishable from the ornament. S.
Barnaveli considers Mikael, mentioned in the inscription, to be the painter
of some of the miniatures from the codex [Barnaveli 1958: 637].

In the Gospels A 496 of the 13%c., the inscription is found along the
head-piece of Matthew the Evangelist, done in stylized capital letters:
“Mate, the Painter”.

At the end of Vani Gospels (12-13" cc. A 1335) possessed by King
Tamar, the colophon of the Greek painter Michael of Koresi is done in
Greek, where he referred to himself as a “writer with gold”: “This codex
was scribed in gold by Michael of Koresi the writer with gold” (A 1335,
275v).

In Yenashi Gospels (13" c. preserved at the Historical-Ethnographic
Museum of Mestia) in a colophon woven in colored letters in a twisted
ornament of the Gospel of John, lona is mentioned as “maker” or as
Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani explains, “creator” (“maker, designer, writer,
author”): (“Christ, son and the word of God forgive lonah, who is known for
making this“ (191r). The word “maker” denoted a scribe and a goldsmith,
e.g.: in the inscription of the master of the cross of David Curopalates is
written: “Asat, the maker of this“ [Machavariani 2012: 151-152].
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The colophon of Avgaroz Bandaisdze, the painter of the 14%c. Gospels
(H2125), is placed below one of the canon tables (3v): “These four
Evangelists and the canon tables above were painted by the hand of
Avgaroz Bandaisdze, forgive him“ (2v).

Anania, who executed the images of the Evangelists from the Gospels
(A 845), points out: “Forgive God, Anania, the painter of this“ (on the back
of the miniature of Matthew the Evangelist, in Nuskhuri, 9v).

Later, the term “artist” was used along with the painter, e.g.: Alexi
Meskhishvili — a scribe and painter — calls himself “an artist, the son of a
painter priest” (meaning the artist Grigoli).

The ancestral dynasties of skilled calligraphers were established in
Georgia in the 17-19" cc. [Beridze 1967] (The Bedismtserlishvilis, The
Tumanishvilis, The Gabashvilis, The Meskhishvilis, The Mikadzes). The
calligraphic art, the tradition of artistic decoration of texts as well as the
compilation and execution of historical documents were passed down
through the descendants of these families. They were mostly ecclesiastic
figures. They also worked as secretaries, scribes at the court of Georgian
kings; besides the manuscripts they also compiled and copied historical
documents. Representatives of these dynasties were also famous artists.
The manuscript texts executed by them were distinguished not only by
exquisite calligraphic art, but also by the artistic decoration of the pages.
The texts were embellished with head-pieces, capital letters, miniatures,
that were done at a high artistic level.

From the ancestral dynasties of calligraphers and painters many artists
can be named: The Bedismtserlishvilis — lesse, Nathanael; The Gabashvilis
— Zakaria, Osse, loane; The Tumanishvilis — Egnati, lesse, David; The
Meskhishvilis — Grigoli, Alexi, David, Solomon, Giorgi, Mikheil, Tarasi;
[Gachechiladze 2011. Kutateladze, 1959: 17-20]; The Mikadzes — Gabriel,
Nikoloz, Zakaria. It should be noted that the Meskhishvilis were the
archpriests of Anchiskhati, and the Mikadzes were the archpriests of the
Sioni Church. And what is noteworthy, the art passed from father to son
was revealed from an early age. Alexi Meskhishvili copied Holorologion (S
1096) at the age of 17 [Kachakhidze 2019: 297-310].
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In the comprehensive process of creating a manuscript book, a close
relationship between the scribe and the artist should be noted. Sometimes
a scribe can also be a book painter [Machavariani 1975: 15-33].

It is noteworthy that the scribe had a great role in the creation of
the illuminated Georgian manuscript books [Machavariani 1995: 229-
23]. This is manifested primarily in the fact that the scribe creates the
architectonics of the illuminated manuscript according to the demands
of the commissioner. The scribe’s role is inestimable in designing the
constituent elements of an artistic ensemble, in particular in determining
their format, their layout along the text, and the place of their details. In
addition, he was well educated in the selection of iconographic schemes.
In illustrated manuscripts when the miniatures were inserted in the
text at the appropriate places, the scribe had to determine whether the
composition would be placed horizontally or vertically.

Considering a scribe as an artist is the result of a labor intensive work.
There are cases when the colophons directly inform us that the scribe
and the artist is one and the same person (e.g.: in the Yenashi Gospels, in
one case lonah is named as a scribe and in the other as an artist. Avgaroz
Bandaisdze is known from the colophons as a scribe and an artist. He
copied Parakletike (A575) and illuminated the Gospels copied by Giorgi
Tabauri (H2125) with canon tables and the images of the Evangelists etc.).
However, the identification of the scribe and the artist is mainly set by the
illustrative materials. This is even possible when the manuscript painting
(ornaments and miniatures) is tightly related to the text or when the
scribe’s testament is artistically linked to the embellishment. Sometimes
the artistic composition of the page — head-pieces, initial letters and text —
create a unity: the ornaments are penetrated into the text area, the lines
surround their common outline. Often certain words and lines in a text are
written in the same color as the drawings. These all indicate that the scribe
illuminates the text himself (e.g., the Gospels of Mokvi, the Pentekostarion
of Larguvisi, etc.) [Machavariani 2012: 155-175]. When the colophon of the
scribe is known, based on the above mentioned signs, as a result of working
on the originals, it can be proved whether the scribe is also an artist or not.
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Among the scribe-painter artist-decorators and artists of miniature are
distinguished. In the first case they perform ornamental adornment and in
the second case they are executors of the miniatures.

The scribe-decorator executes the colophons by hand of the text in
text ink and connects it to the ornamental drawing, the contours of which
are also done with text ink. There is Grigoli’s colophon under the cross
on the frontispiece of the manuscript from the 13 c.: “Pray for the great
sinner poor Grigoli“. The testament of Arsen, the scribe of Martvili Gospels
in Nuskhuri from 11tc., “Lord, have mercy on Arsen, is connected with
the initial letter “D“ (170r) held by a richly clad hand and erected on the
pedestal. In the Yenashi manuscript, the text of the psalm (see Psalm 130),
where a whale is mentioned, is inscribed in the image of the whale itself
(125r), forming a semicircular stripe in the head-piece of the Gospel of
Luke. lona, the scribe realized the content of the text during the drawing
process and visualized it. A similar case is found in the Mokvi Gospels (Q
902, from 1300), where the master painted the initial letter according to
the content of the text with the scene of Jonah swallowed by the big fish
(whale) (269v).

As for the scribe-miniaturists, i.e. when the scribe executed the
miniatures, we distinguish Eprem, master of the Mokvi Gospels (Q 902)
of 1300; Barnaba, master of the Largvisi Pentekostarion (A 25); Mikael,
the master of Jruchi Il (H1667) and the artist Mamuka Tavakarashvili, the
scribe and painter of “the Knight in the Panter’s Skin“ dating back to the
17% c., who expressed his portrait in several miniatures.

Thus, the study of the artistic and paleographic characteristics of the
manuscript revealed the question of distribution of labor between the
medieval book executors — the scribe and the artist — allowing us in many
cases to consider the artist and the scribe as one person. As a result of
the identification of the scribe and the artist, the names of many hitherto
unknown artists were added to the gallery of Georgian masters.

Avgaroz Bandaisdze, the figure from the Largvisi Monastery

Calligrapher, painter, 1348-1365.

Avgaroz together with Giorgi Tabauri has copied Parakletike A 575
(187r). Folios 1r-156v are completed by Avgaroz himself. The manuscript
was executed at Largvisi Monastery (154v). The Codex written on
parchment, in Nuskhuri, contains 250 folios, 33.5 x 23.5 cm.

The N-shaped head-piece, painted by Avgaroz crowns the beginning and
stretches over the entire width of the text. The adoration is complemented
with a floral ornament executed in the text ink. The frame of the head-
piece is drawn with cinnabar.

Avgaroz compiled the family chronicle of the Ksani principality “The
History of the Dukes (Dzegli Eristavta)“. According to Sh. Meskhia, the
original version, found in the archive of Marie Brosset, was written by
Avgaroz and a portrait of his contemporary Ksani ruler, Virshel lll (son of
loane Eristavi) inserted in the chronicle was also done by him.

In the Gospels H 2125, copied by Giorgi Tabauri (76r), Avgaroz
Bandaisdze executed the paintings (12 folios and the miniatures of two
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Evangelists, St. Luke and St.Matthew, were added to the manuscript from
the Gospel H 2122).

The manuscript, written on parchment, in Nuskhuri, contains 154 folios,
28.4x19cm.

Avgaroz executed three canon tables (2r-v, 3v), head-pieces (4r, 6r,
44v, 47r, 81v, 85r, 134r), figures of the Evangelists (43v, 46v, 84v, 133v)
and initial letters.

The manner of execution is not performed at a professional level.
Attention is drawn to the expressively enlarged faces and hands, almond-
shaped eyes of the Evangelists’. The drawing is processed with bold lines.
Yellow, cinnabar, gray is used in the coloring. The paint is in a thin layer.
Natural parchment color is used for the background of the miniatures.
Painting belongs to the group of folk manuscripts.

Colophon: “These four Evangelists and the upper canon tables were
painted by the hand of Avgaroz Bandaisdze, mercy on him“ (2v); The
colophon is written below the miniature of St.Matthew, the Evangelist.

Azaria Sumbatidze

Calligrapher, painter, 16" c.

Azaria executed the Gospels H 86 (146v).

The manuscript contains 206 folios, 20.3 x 16,2 cm. Written on paper,
the text is missing. The Gospel of Luke opens the text.

The manuscript is decorated with head-pieces crowing the Gospels of
Luke and John: the head-piece in the Gospel of Luke (146v) is MN-shaped,
and the one from the Gospel of John (204r) is a twisted ornamental band.
The head-pieces adorn the left column of the text. The drawing is done on
a black background with cinnabar and in the natural color of paper.

Colophon: “Saint Luke, intercede before God, me Sumbatidze Azaria”
(146v).

Calligrapher, painter, 10*" c.

The Synaxarion A 840 (179r) was copied by Atanase. The text is edited by
George the Athonite. The manuscript contains 195 folios, 29 x 22 cm. and
is written on parchment in Nuskhuri. The codex is decorated with artistic
initial letters in text ink. The double contour is desected with triangles and
rectangles and filled with alternating red and green colors.

Colophon: “The calendar was completed by the hand of Atanase, the
miserable and the great sinner” (179r).

Akaki

Calligrapher, painter, scribe at the court of Atabag family, Samtskhe,
1504.

Akaki executed the Gospels Q 920 (253v). Commissioner: Queen
of the Queens Tamar (253v), the daughter of Qvargvare the Great
and Dedisimedi. The manuscript contains 264 folios, 15.2 x 10.5 cm.,
is written on parchment in Nuskhuri. It is translated by George the
Athonite (251r).

The manuscript is decorated with head-pieces, miniatures of the
Evangelists and initial letters. The miniatures of the Evangelists seem to
have been executed by other master. The head-piece is rectangular (12r,
81r, 125r, 195r). The drawing is a circle related to the leaf motifs. The
initial letters are closely related to the head-pieces. Except 3 (kh) at the
beginning of the text of the Gospel of John, they are involved along the
entire length of the written column. Their configuration is also designed
with leaf motifs. In coloring blue color combined with gold dominates.
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Colophon: “God forgive, Akaki, the writer of this“ (253v).

Ambrose executed “The Hirmologion and the Hymns to the Mother of
God“ A 338 (p. 177). The manuscript contains 250 folios, 33 x 9.5 cm. It is
written on paper in Nuskhuri.

The manuscript is decorated with a miniature of John of Damascus (2r)
and adorned with head-pieces (p.2).

The geometric ornament of the head-piece is executed on a gold
background. John of Damascus stands with a model of a church in his
hands. The miniature is frameless. Blue and terracotta paints are used in
the coloring.

Colophon: “Lord, have mercy on the sinful Ambrose” (p. 189).

Painter, figure at the court of the Atabag family, Samtskhe. 15" c.

Anania illuminated the Gospels A 845. (Copied by Shavzakaria on the
Black Mountain in the 11* century).

The two Evangelists Matthew and Mark (9v, 93v) are inserted in the
manuscript of the late 15" century.They are depicted on the paper. The
seated Evangelists are presented in front of the desk on a rich architectural
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background. They are distinguished by elongated proportions. Cinnabar is
used excessively. The faces are delicately modelled. The manner of rendering
picturesque. Paints are opaque. Cinnabar predominates in coloring.

Colophon is inserted at the back of the miniature of the Evangelist
Matthew, in Nuskhuri: “God forgive the artist of this Anania“ (9v).

Andria executed the collection S 4930. The manuscript contains 531
folios, 24 x 18 cm., written on paper in Nuskhuri.

The manuscript is adored with head-piece (179v) and decorated initial
letters.

The colophons are performed cryptographically: “Christ, have mercy
on Andrew*” (358r, 460r).

Anna executed “The Knight in the Panther’s Skin“ by Shota Rustaveli
S 1727 (133v). The manuscript contains 135 folios, 31x20 cm, written on
paper in Mkhedruli.

The manuscript is decorated with various head-pieces (1r, 3r, 7r, 12v, 13v,
23r, 25r, etc.), that are either linear or M-shaped. The painting is a stylized
vegetation and is colored with dark green, burgundy and yellow paints.
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Colophon: “I, the spouse of the Prince Avtandil Amilakhvari, Princess
Anna copied “the Knight in the Panther’s Skin“ for my son Alexander. Anna“
(133v).

Calligrapher, painter, 1822-1824.

Anton completes “Church Life“ H 776 (1 r) by Shahqulian David; copied
in Khizabavra (1r). The manuscript contains 340 folios, 34.5 x 22.5 cm,,
written on paper in Mkhedruli.

Each page of the text is inserted in a lithographically executed frame.
Marginal marks with floral ornaments on the edges are also executed
lithographically. Head-pieces (1r, 3r, 6r, 22r, 168r, 171r) are done
graphically in text ink. Floral ornaments are slightly colored with brownish
paint. In the beginning the colophon is written in an arched frame; The
arcade based on the capital in the corners is marked with the domed
church, or the head-pieces are rectangular (3r and 168v) across the entire
width of the text, or rectangular with a blank space cut out in the center
(6r, 22r, 171r) with intertwined birds on the top.

The colophon is inscribed in an arched frame: “Copied by the hand of
Ter Anton Khutsiov, from Khizabavra“ (1r).

Calligrapher, painter, 1050.

Arsen copied the second text of Martvili Gospels executed in Nuskhuri
S 391, namely, the Gospels of Luke and John. Commissioner — lvane
Parjanian (145r, 152r, 165r, 170r, 193v). The manuscript contains 193
folios, 23 x 19 cm., written on parchment. The first part of the text up to
141 folios was written in Asomtavruli in the 10" century. The miniatures
of the Evangelists Matthew and John are inserted at the beginning of the
manuscript also dated back to the 10™ century.
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The painted initial letters are executed by Arsen. They are created with
geometric, braided or stylized floral motifs. The coloring consists of green
yellow and brown paints.

The outline of D in Asomtavruli is held by the hand covered with a
luxurious robe (170r), below which Arsene’s colophon is written: “Lord,
have mercy on Arsen.”

Calligrapher, painter, 11%" c.

Arsen executed Climacus by John Sinaites A 285 (210r). The manuscript
contains 266 folios, 21.4 x 14 cm., is written on parchment in Nuskhuri.

The manuscript is decorated with a head-piece (115v) and an initial
letter. The head-piece is a linear stripe composed of circles filled with leaf
ornament and occupies the entire width of the text. Decorated initial letter
with cinnabar in Asomtavruli (115v) begins the title.

There are also monograms in the text (109r, 157v, 185r, etc.). The
colors are green and burgundy. The drawing is done on the background
of parchment.

Colophon: “Christ, glorify Arsen” (206r).

Calligrapher, painter, 12t%c.

Arsen executed the Gospels H 1707 (192r). The commissioner was
Vardan of Avlevi. The manuscript contains 212 folios, 23 x 18 cm., written
on parchment in Nuskhuri.

The manuscript is decorated with three canon tables (1v, 2v, 3v), head-
pieces (9r, 56r, 93r, 105r), images of the Evangelists (8v, 55v, 92v, 149v)
and initial letters.
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The ornamental decoration is done by Arsen, while the images of the
Evangelists are the work of other, professional master. The head-pieces
are MN-shaped. They crown the left column of the text. Their drawing is
created with circles and floral ornaments connecting them. The top of the
canon tables is also filled with floral motifs.

The initial letters are only at the beginning of the Gospel text. Their
architectonics is created with the human images. The letter “3“ (P) at the
beginning of the Gospel of John is depicted as historiated initial. We find
the configuration of the letter “P“(3) over the centuries (see. Gelati Gospels
Q 908 of 12t c., Georgian Gospels of the 13t c. preserved in Matenadaran
and the Gospels of 16" c. A 401). As for the loops of “TS“(§), “D“(c0), “V“(3)
they are also repeated in codex A 401 from the 16% c.

Colophon: “...who ordered to copy these Holy Gospels by the hand of
inferior Arsen, who prays for them* (192r).

Aghaton, the Monk

Calligrapher, painter, 1791.

Aghaton copied the Minor Nomocanon A 12 (p. 120). The manuscript
contains 101 folios, 21.5 x 17 cm., is written on paper in Nuskhuri. It
is translated by Euthymius the Athonite (p. 120). The manuscript is
embellished with a head-piece at the beginning (p. 1). Linear in shape
it is stretched across the entire width of the text. The head-piece is
complemented by a floral-leaf ornament.

Basili Malushisdze, Etratai (Parchment maker)

Calligrapher, painter, 1028-1031.

Basili was from South Georgia. Zakaria the High Priest (A 648, 72r) in his
testament mentioned Basili as his spiritual son. Basili’s activities proceeded
in Constantinople, at the Monastery of Chora (now Kariye Mosque) and
by order of Zakaria he copied the manuscripts. In the colophons Basili is
mentioned as “ignorant scribbler” (A 1, 75r), as “ignorant writer” (A 96,
72v), withthe epithet “Etratai” (A 648, 72r; A 96, 72v). Apparently, he was
also the maker of the writing material — parchment.

Basili executed 4 manuscripts in Constantinople: the works of Gregory
the Theologian (A 1), two Minor Nomocanons (A 96, S143) and Synaxarion
(A 648). He also participated in copying “The Works of Gregory the
Theologian” (A 92) at the Iviron Monastery of the Mother of God at the
Mount Athos due to the death of one of the scribes, Zakaria, son of Mirdati.
Minor Nomocanon A 96 was commissioned by Grigol the Athonite, the
other 4 manuscripts were commissioned by Zakaria Synkellos, the High
Priest. The manuscripts executed by Basil are listed in the table.

The Synaxarion (A 648) is decorated with images of saints and
compositions depicting the life of Christ. The head-pieces in the other
manuscripts are considered to be executed by Basil. The head-pieces are
rectilinear or MN-shaped. They are decorated with circles connected with
floral motifs. The paintings on burgundy or gold backgrounds are mostly
done in ultramarine. The head-pieces from the manuscript of the Mount
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Athos is filled with cross-shaped ornaments. In the Synaxarion (A 648)
Basili made the artistic initial letters in the colophon presented on the
whole page (the colophon was written by Basili himself. The text of the
colophon is presented by the name of the commissioner).

The Synaxarion A 648 contains 72 folios (only one-sixth of the manuscript
is preserved), 27 x 21 cm., written on parchment in Nuskhuri.

Skin“ H 54 (262r-263r). The commissioner was King George XI (262r-263r).

The manuscript contains 263 folios, 44.5 x 30 cm., written on paper in
Mkhedruli of rare exquisite writing.

Each page of the manuscript is decorated with ornamental margins.
Wide margins surrounded the edges of three sides of the page and there
is a narrow band at the backbone. Unlike other manuscripts of “the Knight
in the Panther’s Skin“, where the margins are made separately and then
glued to the pages of the text, in Begtabeg’s manuscript the margins and
the text are executed on the same sheet, colored-linear stripes separate
the text and the margins from each other.

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THE MESKHISHVILIS

The calligraphic school was founded by the representatives of the
Meskhishvili family in the 17% century. They were not only translators, writers,
but also excellent calligraphers and painters. The Meskhishvilis were originally
from Meskheti. Petre Meskhi and his family moved from Meskheti to Thilisi.
Domenti, the Catholicos appointed Peter the title of sacristan in the church of
Anchiskhati. Peter’s descendants were the Archpriests of Anchiskhati. Among
the famous calligraphers and painters of the family: Grigoli, son of Peter,
Alexi, son of Grigoli, sons of Alexi, Solomon, David, the Rector and Giorgi, son
of Giorgi, Michael, son of Solomon, Tarasi can be named.

Meskhishvili Grigoli, the Archpriest

Painter 18"c.

Grigoli is often mentioned in the colophons of his son Alexi Meskhishvili
as “the son of Grigoli the Priest, an Archpriest, a skilled painter and a citizen
of Thilisi“ (see Typicon A 899, 535 r).

Grigoli illuminated the manuscript of Horologion S 1096 copied by Alexi
at the age of 17 (Alexi was then a deacon). The manuscript contains 344
folios, 3.8 x 9.2 cm, written on paper in Mkhedruli.
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Grigoli’s name was read by art historian Rostom Kachakhidze on the
miniatures of “the Last Supper” (321r), abbreviated in black ink with
Mkhedruli letters “g~i“.

Grigoli performed zodiac signs and the scenes from the Gospels. The
miniatures have been restored and blue paper has been used as their
background.

Signs of the zodiac are: Libra (147r), Scorpio (170v), Sagittarius (193r),
Capricorn (216v), Pisces (242v), Aries (257v), Taurus (263r), Gemini (267v),
Cancer (277r), Leo (285r), Virgo (295r), Aquarius (231v).

Miniatures occupy the whole page or half of the page: The Nativity of
the Mother of God (154r), The Epiphany (234v), The Presentation of Jesus
at the Temple (249v), The Annunciation (261v), The Transfiguration (297v),
The Dormition of the Mother of God (300v), The Rising of Lazarus (320v),
The Entry into Jerusalem (321v), The Last Supper (323v), The Crucifixion
(324r), The Deposition (324v), The Resurrection (325v), Christ before the
Disciples (326v), The Synaxis of the Apostles (328r), The Ascension (329v),
The Pentecost (330v), All Saints (331v).

The miniatures are presented on a gold background and are executed
in colors. Brown, burgundy paints stand out. The signs of the zodiac are
done graphically.

In colophon where Alexi mentions himself as a scribe, is noted: “God,
forgive sinful Alexi, the son of a painter. |, Alexi, the deacon, at the age of
seventeen, scribed this Horologion“(216r).

Meskhishvili Alexi, the Archpriest of Anchiskhati

An artist, writer-scribe, chanter, calligrapher, painter, 1730.

Alexi executed Dictionary S 4748 (214v) by Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani.
The manuscript contains 244 folios, 22 x 16.5 cm., written on paper in
Mkhedruli.

Alexi painted the portrait of Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani on the cover
page and each Mkhedruli letter indicating the alphabetical order of the
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dictionary. At the beginning of the manuscript, the title is presented in
twisted Mkhedruli. Large letters and the letters of the alphabetical order
are executed in cinnabar. Their configuration is presented in a combination
of leafy ornaments and bird heads. Rarely are used the images of animals
or humans. In the vertical loop of some letters (see S(ls) and Kh(b)) the
name of Alexi is inscribed.

Sulkhan-Saba is portraited on the frontispiece the dictionary with his
whole body. He is depicted in a monk’s robe, with orarium decorated
with crosses. In his left hand he holds a manuscript with an inscription,
and in his right hand he holds a goose-quill pen. The upper right part of
the picture depicts the Mother of the God with the Child as an icon. The
painting is done mainly in tobacco, green colors. Black and red paints are
used.

Colophon: “Written by the hand of Alexi, son of the artist. The servant
of the Lord, artist, writer-scribe-chanter” (214v).

Alexi Meskhishvili executed “Life of Saints“ H 2077 in 1736 (334v).
The manuscript contains 335 folios, 29.8 x 20.5 cm, written on paper in
Nuskhuri. Titles and initial letters are done in Asomtavruli in cinnabar.

The manuscript is illuminated with 24 miniatures. The saints are placed
on 6 pages. Each page contains images of 4 saints (226r-231r). They are
inserted in the frames. On the first three pages there are 13 Assyrian
fathers: John of Zedazeni, Shio of Mgvime, Jesse of Tsilkani, Stephen of
Khirsa, Joseph of Alaverdi, Zenon of lkalto, Anton of Martkopi, David of
Gareja, Abibos of Nekresi, Thaddeus of Stepantsminda, Isidor of Samtavisi,
Michael of Ulumbo. On the next page there are llarion the Georgian, Peter
the Iberian, King Archil, King Luarsab, St. Elizbar, St. Shalva, St. Bidzina, St.
Abo of Thilisi, St. Constantine, St. David, St. Shushanik, St. Ketevan.

The images are accompanied by inscriptions in Mkhedruliin black ink.
Each figure is standing in a frontal posture, on a green stripe withrobe. The
paints are transparent.

Colophon: “Holy Martyrs, mercy on me, the sinner writer, the son of
the artist, the archpriest Alexi“ (213r).
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Colophon: “Sinful and almost poor servant of the Lord of Heaven, the
son of the artist priest, archpriest Alexi,... Described the life and deeds of
the saints and the luminaries of Georgians” (334v).

H-V, p. 44-47.

Alexi executed the Gospels H 1666 in 1743 (145r). The manuscript
contains 170 folios, 25 x 17.5 cm., written on parchment in Nuskhuri.

The manuscript is decorated withimages of the Evangelists (4v, 41r, 68v,
116v) and head-pieces (5r, 42r, 69r, 117r). The Evangelists are depicted
seated in front of their desks, in process of working. The head-pieces have
a domed shape. In the middle carved section, the titles are written in
Asomtavruli. The head-pieces are illuminated with an ornamental drawing
on the right side, on the free space of the page, along its entire length.
Each written column is inserted in a colored-linear frame.

Colophon: “Sweet Jesus, care for the soul of mine, the most sinful scribe
of this, the son of the artist, Alexi“ (145r).

Alex executed the Typikon A 399 in 1756 (534r). The manuscript
contains 537 folios, 21 x 16 cm., written on paper in Nuskhuri.

Alexi executed the head-pieces, painted in gold ink (337r, 339r, 340r,
342r, 343r-350v, 363v-400r, 402v, 406r, 408v-485r).

Colophon: “l have written this... the son of the citizen of Thilisi, an
artist, archpriest of Grigoli, the archpriest of Anchiskhati, the unworthy
priest Alexi“ (534r).

A-l,, p. 185-191.

The Holorogion S 1096 is copied by Alex Meskhishvili at the age of 17
(he was then a deacon), painted by his father Grigoli. He points to this in
the colophon: “God, have mercy on sinful Alexi, the son of an artist. |, Alexi,
the Deaconn, at the age of seventeen, scribed this Holorogion“(216r).

Alexi Meskhishvili also worked with Nikoloz Mikadze, the archpriest
of Sioni. Alexi copied the large Feast Book (A1454) illuminated by Nikoloz
Mikadze.

Alexi paid great attention to the compositional arrangement of the text
from an artistic point of view: he placed the written columns of the text in
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a colored-linear frame, placing the last lines of the text in a wedge form.
Alexi was also a copyist of historical documents. He illuminated the letter
K(d) fat the beginning of the text.

Gachechiladze 1., Patrons of Georgian Manuscripts: Scribe-Calligrapher

Meskhishvili David, the Rector

Calligrapher, painter 1745-1824.

David, the Rector is the son of Alexi Meskhishvili, Solomon’s brother.
He was a literator, commentator, teacher, disciple of Catholicos Anton I.
He worked in the last decades of the reign of Erekle Il. In 1770, Erekle
appointed David as the rector of the Telavi seminary. David turned the
seminary into an important cultural center. He supplemented Saba’s
Dictionary Q 404 with commentaries. David is known for his signatures
done a twisted Mkhedruli hand.

David, the Rector executed “Royal Sections” H 156 by Agapit Deacon.
The manuscript contains 42 folios, 15.3 x 10 cm, written on paper in
Mkhedruli.

The manuscript is decorated with a miniature, depicting Agapit Deacon
kneeling before the Byzantine EmperorJustinian (1r). Deacon Agapit presents
a royal book to Justinian as an offering. The manuscript was translated from
Russian into Georgian in Moscow by Archimandrite Gaioz in 1776.

David, the Rector executed the Collection $954 d (p. 43). The manuscript
contains 37 folios, 8.7 x 5.5 cm., written on paper in Mkhedruli.

The manuscript is decorated with illustrations of virtues and sins, as
well as the beginning of each chapter is marked with the sign of the zodiac.

The colophon is written on page 43. Decorated loop of the letter D()
occupies the entire page, accompanied by an image of aspreading hand.
David’s will is inscribed in Asomtavrulion the palm of the hand: “God, have
mercy on sinful David“.

S-l, p. 626.
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David, the Rector, was known as the artist of the currently lost painting
“the Ladder of Life“. la Gachechiladze in her book “the Patrons of Georgian
Manuscripts” refers to the letter of lovane Meskhishvili published in
“Droeba”. Presumably he was acquainted with this painting.

The drawing “the Ladder of life” (it contained 10 sheets to be hung
on the wall) showed two types of stairs with 80 steps. The staircase was
decorated withintertwined grape-vine leaves. At the bottom of the ladder,
the remark revealed the characters and inclination of the man according
to his age, which were added or subtracted when ascending or descending
the stairs.

Meskhishvili Solomon, the Archpriest of Anchiskhati

Calligrapher, painter, 18 c.

Solomon was the son of Alexi Meskhishvili, the brother of David the
Rector.

Solomon executed the Minor Prayer Book H 319 in Thilisi (100r). The
manuscript contains 100 folios, 10 x 7 cm., written on paper in Nuskhuri.

The titles of the manuscript are executed in a twisted Asomtavruli with
cinnabar. Columns of text and colophon are inserted in a colored-linear
frame. The manuscript is decorated with a head-pieces (54v) drawn in
text ink. The head-piece is spread over the entire width of the text. Green
predominates in color.

The manuscript is opened witha schematic image of the Savior (1v). The
Mother of God with a Child is depicted on the page 53v and the Severed
Head of John the Baptist on a Platter on the page 70v. The miniatures are
followed with inscriptions in Mkhedruli.

Colophon: “Was written this minor prayer...by the hand of mine the
sinner Solomon from Sioni“ (100r).

V. Beridze, p.160-162.
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Solomon completed the Gospels Q 268 in 1770 (182r). The manuscript
contains 182 folios, 29.5 x 20 cm., written on paper in Mkhedruli.

The manuscript is decorated with head-pieces (2r, 44r, 150v).

Colophon: “I, much unworthy deacon Solomon, the son of the Archpriest
of Anchiskhati, labored” (182r).

Gachechiladze I., Patrons of Georgian Manuscripts: Scribe-Calligrapher

Meskhishvili Giorgi, the Archpriest of Anchiskhati

(the son of Alexi Meskhishvili)

Calligrapher, painter, 1773.

Giorgi executed “Grdemli” (Anvil) A 298 (170v) by Besarion Orbelishvili.
The manuscript contains 173 folios, 22 x 16 cm, written on paper in
Nuskhuri.

The title and initial letters in the manuscript are capitalized (1r, 13v,
16r, 19r, 22v, 24v, 25r, 29r, 40v, 43r, 45r, 50v, 55r, 58v, 69r, 71v, etc.). The
title is presented in several lines.

Colophon: “I much unworthy archpriest of Anchiskhati Giorgi wrote the
book” (170v).

A-1,. p. 198-200.

Meskhishvili Mikheil, the grandson of Alexi Meskhishvili

Calligrapher, painter, died in 1786.

Mikheil executed the Dictionary of Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani S 4618 (p.
827).

The manuscript contains 830 folios, 19.5 x 14.5 cm., written on paper
in Mkhedruli.

The initial letters of the dictionary are painted with images of humans,
birds, animals and flowers. The colors are light green, burgundy and orange.

Colophon: “labored to write the dictionary, Mikheil“ (p. 827).

Meskhishvili Aron (Aaron), the Archdpriest

Calligrapher, painter, 18®c.

“The Life of Georgian Saints“ H 1672 (201r, 490 v) was executed by
Aron. The manuscript contains 492 folios, 20 x 14 cm., written on paper in
Nuskhuri in Thilisi (490 v) in 1740.

The manuscript is decorated with a rectangular shaped head-piece (3r)
filled with floral ornament. A cross is painted in the center. The painting is
tinted with burgundy and with greenish paint mixed in white. The paints
are transparent as watercolors.

Colophon: “Father St. George, intercede me and patron me before
Christs, the sinner Aaron” (201r).

In the second colophon he is mentioned as Aron (490 v).

Meskhishvili Tarasi, the son of Solomon (grandson of Alexi),

the Archimandrite of Kvatakhevi Monastery, writer,

bibliophile, translator, excellent reciter of the Gospels

Calligrapher, painter, 19%" c.

Tarasi Meskhishvili-son of Solomon (grandson of Alexi), writer, biblio-
phile, translator, excellent reciter of the Gospels, calligrapher, painter. He
was the Archimandrite of Kvatakhevi Monastery; died in 1876. He is buried
in Kvatakhevi Church.

Archimandrite Tarasi paid great attention to the artistic decoration of
the letters of the Georgian alphabet. He has done Mkhedruli capital letters
in Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani’s Dictionary in alphabetical order. He imitated
the letters executed by his grandfather, Alexi.

Information about Tarasi and the list of the manuscripts executed by
him, can be found in the works of Vakhtang Beridze and la Gachechiladze.
As for artistic letters done by Tarasi — in the album “Mkedruli letters by
Archimandrite Tarasi”, published in 1883, as well as in the works of L.
Kutateladze, B. Gordeziani, M. Urushadze.
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Archimandrite Tarasi has worked out an abbreviation for the Society
for the Promotion of Literacy among the Georgians in colored Mkhedruli
letters, printed on postcards.

Tarasi executed Sulkhan-Saba Orbeliani’s “The Bunch of the Words” A
288 in 1816 (3v-4r). The manuscript contains 303 folios, 34.5 x 22 cm.,
written on light blue paper in Mkhedruli. The manuscript is copied from
the list of Saba’s Dictionary by David, the Rector (Tarasi’s uncle) (Q 401).

Tarasi decorated the capital letters of the Dictionary in alphabetical
order. The initial letters are large, they are executed in Mkedruli hand with
cinnabar. Their outlines are often ended with animal or bird heads and
enriched with floral plant tangles. The initial letters are executed after his
grandfather Alexi’s works. At the same time, in the imitation of Alex; in the
vertical part of the letter “M“(8) and “Kh“(b6), he inscribed in Mkedruli with
black ink: “Taras”, “by the hand of Tarasi”.

Colophon: “Mary,... intercede for me before your Son in the Day of the
Last Judgment, the great sinner Tarasi” (291r-v). The colophon is executed
artistically, in twisted letters.

A-l,, p. 167-169.

Archimandrite Tarasi executed the “Crown” A 341 (11r) in 1809. The
manuscript contains 178 folios, 16.5 x 10 cm, written on blue paper in
Mkhedruli.

The crown and cross (1v) are presented on the frontispiece of the
manuscript. The painting is bepainted with burgundy and yellow paints.

Colophon: “I wrote this book and in my old age | donated it to the
monastery of the Mother of God of Kvatakhevi and no one will take it
away. In 1860, Archimandrite Tarasi“ (11r).

A-l,, p.51-52.

Archimandrite Tarasi composed the writing samples —S 3398 and S 5127,
on the covers there are pencil inscriptions that were drawn by Archimandrite
Tarasi. Both manuscripts contain the same text. The rules of coupling of letters
are very similar to the patterns made by Tarasi’s father, Solomon.

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Mikael Modrekil, the figure from Shatberdi Monastery

Calligrapher, painter, 978-988.

Mikael composed and partially copied the “Collection of Hymns —
ladgari“ S 425. The commissioner was David Curopalates. The manuscript
contains 272 folios, 37,5 x 29.5 cm., written on parchment in Nuskhuri.
The collector of the hymns is loane Mtbevari, Bishop of Tbeti (24v, 25r,
38v, 39r). Most of the text has been copied by Mikael Modrekill, he is
often mentioned in the manuscript (23r, 24r, 49r, 56r, 84v, 262v). He
copied 1r-136v pages, that were attributed to an anonymous copyist, as
well as the last section of the text 172r-262v. 137r-171v are copied by
Euthymius.

The last lines of the text copied from Mikael’s calligraphic Nuskhuri
hand often end in the so-called claws of a crow (elongated outline of
letters). The text is followed by musical notations done with cinnabar.
The beginning of the paragraphs is decorated with large capital letters
and executed in the same style with head- and end-pieces (p. 44, 48, 112,
245, 263, 285, 408). Miniatures of Basil of Caesarea and loane Mtbevari
(of Tbeti) (60r) on the free area of the page belongs to Mikael. His
exquisite painting is colored with watercolor-like transparent paints. The
colors are bright. Cinnabar, yellow, light blue colors are distinguished in
the color.

Colophon: “Jesus Christ, praise for the soul of father Mikael” (23r).

Mikael, the Wanderer (mtsiri)

Calligrapher, painter, 1048.

Mikael executed the Gospels H 1741 (80v). Copied in Jerusalem at St.
Gethsemane, the commissioner was Stephen, the priest from Palavra
(296v). Mikael was originally from Mtskheta. The manuscript contains 243
folios, 22x16.5 cm., written on parchment in Nuskhuri.

The cross is represented at the beginning of the manuscript (1v).
The miniature of the Evangelist (2r), done on paper, is of later date and
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of another master. The image of a trefoil-shaped cross is erected on a
pedestal with elongated lower arm. The miniature is done with text ink
and cinnabar. The cross is inserted in the frame. The upper part is trefoil
shaped. Blue and red paints are ensambled with gold. The initial letters
are of compound structure. Their configuration is developed with circles,
trefoil details and double lines.

Colophon: “I, poor wanderer Mikael, imploring to pray” (80v).

Mikael

Calligrapher, painter, 12%c.

Mikael is a scribe and one of the best masters among the illustrators of
12%c. Jruchi Il Gospels H 1667. Jruchi Il Gospels contains 278 folios, 24.5 x
18.6., written on parchment in Nuskhuri.

Decorated with canon tables, head-pieces, initial letters the manuscript
is illuminated with 334 miniatures. R. Schmerling distinguishes 4 main
artistic hands in the manuscript. S. Barnaveli attributes the following
miniatures to Mikael: the Healing of the Man with Dropsy (168v), the
Parable of the Prodigal Son (172r-v), the Healing of 10 Lepers (176r), the
conversation of Christ with the Pharisees (176v), the Blessing the Infants
(179r), the Healing of the Blind Bartimaeus (180). She also considers Mikael
to be a master of colorless initials. Mikael’s paintings are characterized
by bright colors, miniatures are on the golden background. In coloring
cinnabar, blue is distinguished, the background is dotted with small bushes
and red flowers.

Colophon: “Christ, have mercy on Mikael and protect him“ (in one of the
miniatures, in particular, in the composition “The Conversion of the Wealthy
Customs Officer Zacchaeus” (180v) the colophon is written in text ink in the
ornamental decoration of the Christ’s armchair. Read by S. Barnaveli).

Mikael of Koresi

Painter, 12-13% cc.

Mikael is a Greek painter, who illuminated the Vani Gospels (A1335),
copied by loane by the order of Queen Tamar in the Romana Monastery,
near Constantinople. The manuscript contains 274 folios, 29 x 21., written
on parchment in Nuskhuri.

The manuscript is richly decorated with images of the Evangelists (9v,
81v, 131v, 210v), head-pieces (10r, 82r, 131r, 211r), canon tables (3r-v,
4r-v) and artistic initial letters, with miniatures at the beginning of the
Gospels text. Among the miniatures St. Eusebius and St. Carpianus (1v),
Christ among the Evangelists (8v) on the frontispiece and 4 compositions
from the life of Christ, each of which is placed in the second tier of the
miniature of the Evangelist. The manuscript painting is done by a Greek
master in a typical manner of Byzantine book art.

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THE MIKADZES

The archpriestship of the Sioni Church in Thilisi has been inherited
by the Mikadze family since the 17"century. Representatives of the
Mikadze family were famous calligraphers and painters. They inherited
this craft. Gabriel (born 1687) and Osse (1698-1758) were the sons
of lesse, the archpriest. Gabriel’s sons were Nikoloz (1720-1760) and
Zacharias-Ambrose known as of Nekresi (1728-1812) and loane (1750-
1801).

Mikadze Gabriel, the son of lesse — the son of the archpriest

of the Sioni Church in Thilisi, Archdeacon (born in 1687)

Calligrapher, painter, 17%c.

Gabriel executed “The Liturgical Book” A 866. The manuscript
contains 121 folios, 30 x 22 cm., written on paper in Nuskhuri. The
manuscript is edited by Bishop Nikoloz Orbelishvili of Ruisi, who donated
the manuscript to the Church of the Mother of God of Ruisi.

Each page of the manuscript is enclosed in a colored-linear frame.
The manuscript is decorated with head-piece and artistic initial letters.
A cherub holding a flower branch (1r) is depicted at the beginning of the
text. The head-piece is a recti-linear stripe. It is filled with a row of circles
connected with floral ornaments, drawn in circles. The capital letters are
composed of images of birds.

Colophon: “Gabriel the Archdeacon, son of the archpriest of Sioni,
the working with great respect and scribe of this book” (121r).

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Mikadze Ambrose of Nekresi (Zakaria in secular life),

the son of Gabriel, the Archpriest of Sioni and younger brother

of Nikoloz, 1728-1812.

Many manuscripts have been executed by Ambrose. He was also
proficient in the illumination of the manuscript book.

Ambrose executed the Hirmologion and Hymns to the Theotokos A 338
(p. 189). The manuscript contains 250 folios, 133.5 x 9.5 cm, written on
paper in Nuskhuri.

The manuscript is decorated with a miniature of John of Damascus (p. 2).

Colophon: “Lord, have mercy on the sinful Ambrose” (p. 189).

A-l,, p.49-50.

Ambrose executed “The Commentaries to the Gospel of Matthew” by
John Chrysostom A 280 (404v).

The manuscript contains 404 folios, 32.8 x 21.5 cm., written on paper in
Nuskhuri (1r-46v) and Mkhedruli (47r-404v).

The text copied in Nuskhuri is decorated with a head-piece. The text

begins with the letter “J“(x), the configuration of which is created by the
image of St. George, slaying a dragon with a spear. On the left side of the
initial letter there is the blessing hand of the Lord. The head-piece is done
with colorful paints.

On the verso side of the protective page the cross is erected on the
pedestal.

Colophon: “Sinful monk Amvrosi of Tsilkani” (404v).

Mikadze Nikoloz, the Archpriest of Sioni Church

Calligrapher, painter, 18" c.

Nikoloz executed numerous manuscripts (for a list of his works, see V.
Beridze, p. 175-182). Nikoloz received the archpriest title in 1753-1755. He
lived in Moscow in 1748-1753.
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Nikoloz illustrated The Feast Book copied by Alexi Meskhishvili A 1454
(465v). The commissioner was Vakhushti Abashidze (son-in-law of King
Vakhtang, the husband of Princess Anna). He is mentioned everywhere in
the miniatures created by Nikoloz. Below the frame there is an inscription
in black ink: “Have mercy on Abashidze Vakhushti“.

The Feast Book A 1454 contains 467 folios, 32x22 cm., written on paper
in Nuskhuri.

Nikoloz executed the head-pieces and 93 miniatures containing images of
saints and Gospels compositions. The text is inserted in a colored-linear frame.

The head-pieces occupy almost half of the page. They are richly
decorated with floral ornaments. In the blank area of the dome carved in
the middle of the head-piece, the title is inscribed in twisted Asomtavruli.
The zodiac signs are inserted in the circle above the title in the head-pieces:
Libra (3r), Cancer (32 r), Sagittarius raising from the mouth (jaws) of the
fish (55r), Capricorn (83v), Virgo (129r), Pisces (177v). At the beginning of
each chapter there is a bepainted initial letter.

Miniatures with images of the Saints and compositions from the
New Testament are presented in the free area of the page on the right.
The miniatures are very small in size. Images on a gold background are
executed in colors. The compositions from the New Testament are the
following: The Rising of Lazarus, The Entry into Jerusalem, Christ Among
the Apostles, The Washing of the Feet, Christ in the Garden of Gethsemane,
The Passions of the Christ, The Descent into Hell.

Colophon: “Was written this sacred and abridged Feast Book... by
Nikoloz, the son of the archpriest of Sioni” (465v).

R. Kachakhidze, The Manuscripts copied and painted by the Archpriest
of Sioni Nikoloz Mikadze (diploma thesis for the degree of Master of Arts,
with the right of manuscript), Thilisi, 2017.

Nikoloz executed the liturgical Collection A 347 (76r) in 1743. The
commissioner was Catholicos Anton. The manuscript contains 105 folios,
15.5 x 10.5 cm, written on paper in Nuskhuri.
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Each column of textis inserted in a colored-linear frame. The manuscript
is decorated with head-pieces (3r, 10r, 39r, 56v, 68v, 77r, 82r, 90r). They
adorn both columns of text and join colored-linear frame. In the middle
of the head-pieces there is a triangular-shaped free area in which the
title is written with capital letters. The head-pieces are filled with floral
ornaments. Some head-pieces are linear in shape. In the middle of one of
the head-pieces (56v) a cross is erected, from the bottom of which there
are monsters. Blue and burgundy colors are used.

In the manuscript executed by Nikoloz, the artistic order of the text is
noteworthy: the arrangement of lines into rhombuses, triangles, circles.

After Nikoloz’s Death, Archimandrite Tarasi (Alexei Meskhishvili’s
grandson) wrote an inscription on the page 2r, in which Tarasi mentioned
himself as “a poor monk”.

Nikoloz’s colophon: “Holy Mother of God, help me the scribe of this,
Nicholaoz on the Day of Judgement” (76r).

The manuscript
was done by three scribes: Nikoloz (p.3-76), loane the Priest (p.77-214)
and Osse (p.215-531).

The painting of the manuscript belongs to Nikoloz. The composition of
the Crucifixion (67r) is done in text ink graphically. At the base of the cross
Adam’s skull is placed. Nikoloz artistically adorned the end of the text. The
counter rows of two columns of text are arranged in a wedge form (66v).

The
manuscript is decorated with the head-pieces (2r, 50r, 58r, 80r, 88r, 214r,
227r) and head- and end-pieces (216r, 244r). The titles are done in twisted
capital letters in cinnabar. The drawing is done with green and gold paints.
Gold scaled off over times. The head-pieces are M-shaped. The Mother of
God with a Child is glued in (213r).

The manuscript is painted with several head-pieces: 1r, 9r, 114r, 165r,
190r, 204r. They are made in imitation of printed books. The head-pieces
are composed of floral motifs. The last lines of the text are arranged in a
wedge form.

Colophon: “l, the unworthy archpriest of Sioni, Nikoloz, wrote it in the
city to Moscow” (103r).

The creative relationship of the archpriest of Sioni Nikoloz with the
archpriest of Anchiskhati Alexi is noteworthy. The Feast Book H 1454
copied by Alexi is illuminated by Nikoloz. In addition, Nikoloz took part
in the instauration of the Parkhali Gospels (A 1453) copied by loane Berai
in 973. From the late inscriptions of the Parkhli Gospels, it is known that,
he renewed the first page of the Gospels with the head-pieces. Index was
compiled in 1747 by the order of Vakhushti Abashidze (70v, 259v).

Nikoloz Mikadze, as it is known, created the architectonics of the texts
of the books and prepared them for printing, thus making the work easier
for the typographers.

Calligrapher, painter, 1054.

Mikeli executed the Gospels S 962 (264r). The manuscript contains 266
folios, 14.5x 11.4 cm, written on parchment in two columns in Asomtavruli.
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The manuscript is decorated with 6 canon tables (1r-3v), a decorative
frame of the Eusebius’ letter (4r-v), a head-piece (133r), end-pieces (82r,
130v, 204r, 265r), images of the cross (84v, 131v), initial letters and the
figures of two Evangelists (85v, 132r). Miniatures of Matthew and John
are missing. The ornamental painting is created with floral motifs. The
image of the cross at the end of the left column of the text of the Gospels
of Matthew (84v) is a twisted ornament, while in the beginning of the
Gospels of Luke (131v) it is made of braided stripes.

The name of Mikael, who executed the first part of the
manuscript (112v), is known. The manuscript contains 416 folios, 36 x 24.5
cm., written on parchment in Nuskhuri. The commissioner was Mariam
(1r, 228r, 356r), the daughter of King Bagrat of Abkhazia.

The manuscript is decorated with a head-piece at the beginning of the
text (1r) and initial letters. Mikael uses thick, opaque paints. The capital
letters are complex in structure. Their configuration is made up of circles,
trefoil details and double lines. The name of Mariam (228r, 358r) of the
commissioner is inscribed in the capital letter T(o).

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The manuscript is illuminated with miniature of John, the Theologian

The image of John the Theologian occupies the entire page. He is
standing with his praying hands upwards to God. The clothes are reddish
brick, while the garment is colorless parchment.

The head-pieces are rectangular in shape, spread all over the page. The
titles are written in the head-pieces in gold ink on cinnabar basis. The end-
piece is a narrow ornamental stripe, created with a leaf motif.
